A 37-year-old Alice man 
died Sunday at approxi-
mately 8 p.m. after he was 
ejected from his motorcycle 
near Robstown.

William Henry Joslin 
was traveling westbound on 
Highway 44 between McK-
enzie and Violet Road on a 
2012 Harley Davison mo-
torcycle, said Department 
of Public Safety Trooper 
Nathan Brandley.

Joslin attempted to pass a 
tractor who was on the slow 
lane traveling westbound 
with the lights flashing 
when Joslin hit the left rear 
tire. He was ejected approxi-
mately 50 to 70 feet from 
the area of impact landing 
in the median, Brandley 
stated.

“The driver of the tractor 
was doing everything he 
should’ve been doing,” he 
said. “Joslin was not wearing 

a helmet at the time of the 
incident.”

A pickup truck was also 
traveling westbound on 
Highway 44 in the fast lane 
when they saw Joslin fly by, 
officials stated. The pickup 
truck ran over Joslin’s mo-
torcycle.

Joslin died at the scene.
Alcohol and speed were 

contributing factors in the 
fatal accident, Brandley 
stated.
