Jason Wren nearly missed the 
Chamber of Commerce banquet 
where he was named Decatur’s Citi-
zen of the Year.

Mother arrested in 
child’s drowning death

The mother of a child 
who drowned in a bath-
tub last week has been 
arrested and charged 
with abandoning or 
endangering a child.

Investigators say 
Amanda Ann Clark, 26, 
of Alvord left her three 
daughters alone in a bathtub 
while she had sex with a man 

in her bedroom Sunday, Oct. 23. 
Her youngest child, Alexandria, 

who would have turned 2 
on Friday, drowned.

According to the 
arrest warrant affi da-
vit, Clark told a sheriff ’s 
offi ce investigator that 
she was visiting with a 
male companion in her 
bedroom with the door 
closed for approximately 

fi ve minutes while her three 
daughters, ages 6, 3 and 2 were 

in a water-fi lled bathtub.
The investigator spoke to the 

male companion who said he 
had come to Clark’s home in 
the 400 block of Decatur Street 
in Alvord for a “booty call.” 
According to the affi davit, the 
man said Clark gathered up 
the girls and then came into 
her bedroom alone where they 
began having sex. He said after 
about fi ve minutes, Clark’s 
oldest daughter came into the

County Judge J.D. Clark
is issuing a call for money-
saving ideas, and he wants
to hear from county employ-
ees. 

He unveiled his program
— Wise Innovations, Solu-
tions, and Effi ciency (WISE)
— last week that received
unanimously approval from
commissioners. 

The program solicits mon-
ey-saving ideas from em-
ployees and offers a fi nan-
cial reward for employees
whose ideas actually result
in cost savings. 

“This is obviously some-
thing really new,” Clark 
said. “Lonnie Hunt (with 
the Texas Association of 
Counties) said it’s probably 
breaking new ground in
Texas counties because they
can’t fi nd any other counties
doing anything like this.” 

Here’s how it works: 
An employee submits an

original idea or suggestion
to his or her department
head. If it’s accepted by the
department head, the em-
ployee is recognized with a 
certifi cate at a commission-
ers meeting. 

If the employee’s sugges-
tion also results in a fi nan-
cial savings in the 2015-2016
budget, that employee will
receive an incentive award 
that is 10 percent of the sav-
ings. 

Clark said the incentive
must be at least $50 — 10 
percent of a $500 savings — 
but it can’t exceed $500 — 
10 percent of a $5,000 sav-
ings.

The old standby for March 
weather is always “in like a 
lion, out like a lamb,” and 
that statement certainly 
rang true for Wise County 
this past weekend.

Sleet isn’t expected to accu-
mulate, but ice accumula-
tion is possible. There is also 
a 40 percent chance of snow 

near midnight Wednesday.
Friday, the second round 

of wintry precipitation in 
a week caused most of the 
roads in the county to be 
covered in snow and ice by 
9:30 a.m., resulting in travel 
hazards and multiple school 
and business closures.

Some parts of the county 
saw up to 7 inches of snow 
fall within 72 hours.

The snowy weather also

Al-
most half of those wrecks 
occurred before 4 p.m.

The highest snowfall total 
of 7 inches came about three 
miles west of Decatur, ac-
cording to National Weather 
Service.
