With hundreds of single-family homes in Pom-
pano Beach still able to hook up to the city’s “Our Al-
ternative Supply Irrigation System,” the city has ini-
tiated various campaigns to encourage all eligible
homes to connect.

The latest campaign involves a contest for local
schools to create a name for the OASIS mascot,
which features a sprinkler head with sunglasses and
arms. The city has been using the mascot to help pro-
mote the program throughout the city.

“We try to make everyone aware of our program,”
said Isabella Slagle, reuse and water conservation
outreach coordinator in Pompano.

Pompano Beach first established OASIS in 2011
with fewer than 100 homes initially signing up to
OASIS, which connects single-family residential
homes to treated waste water to use for
irrigation.

Last year, the city launched its Great

Problems in hiring a
building official have Sun-
rise commissioners ask-
ing other cit ies to join
t h e m i n p e t i t i o n i n g
Broward County to ease
its certification process.

City commissioners re-
cently passed a resolution
supporting an initiative to
d e m a n d t h e B r o w a r d
County Board of Rules
and Appeals stop requir-
ing extra certifications for
building departments,
building officials and in-
spectors beyond what the
Florida Building Code re-
quires.

“This was inspired be-
cause of the difficulty bur-
dened upon our city as
[Community Develop-
ment Director Mark Lu-

belski] attempted to hire a
part-time building official
and then later tried to hire
a structural plans engi-
neer,” Mayor Michael
Ryan told the commis-
sion. “What we learned is
that, in hiring part time
[employees], the Board of
Rules and Appeals staff,
in direct contravention of
what their own code pro-
vided for, denied our re-
quest and then attempted
to change the rules in or-
der to make it more diffi-
cult for us [when hiring]
part time.”

According to Ryan, the
Board of Rules and Ap-
peals created a law in1976
giving them the right to
pass changes to the code
and provide certification

requirements. After Hur-
ricane Andrew, the Flori-
d a B u i l d i n g C o d e
changed to protect com-
munit ies against high
wind velocity.

“That building code
preempts al l the local
codes that were in exist-
ence for years and years,”
Ryan said. “There is noth-
ing in the Florida Building
Code that allows for any
certification. Instead,
what is there is a preemp-
tion provision that pre-
vents the ability of local
boards to do anything dif-
ferent from the Florida
Building Code. They can

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Christmas is over, but
you might have an un-
welcome guest linger-
ing: the Christmas tree.

If you want to dispose
of a tree (the real kind,
not the artificial ones),
Broward County Parks
and Recreation is offer-
ing its free Chip-a-Tree
service through Jan. 21
a t 1 4 c o u n t y p a r k s .
There are some restric-
tions, as disposal is lim-
ited to residents with a
maximum of two trees
per household. All lights
and decorations must be
removed from the tree
prior to dropping it off.

And seriously, no arti-

ficial trees.
“At some point, some-

one has tried to do that,”
s a i d s p o k e s m a n M i -
chael Mills.

Mills said last year’s
Chip-a-Tree netted 9,000
trees, or about 100 tons
o f p o t e n t i a l l a n d f i l l
waste. The department
uses the mulch from the
chipped trees as land-
scaping for its parks.

T h e d e p a r t m e n t
doesn’t know how much
money it saves in mulch
costs, “but [the amount]
would probably be sub-
stantial,” Mills said.

Mills said the number
of t rees brought in is

starting to decline. He
attr ibutes that to two
causes: A rise in artifi-
c ia l t ree sa les , a long
with an increase in curb-
side tree pickup by some
municipalities.

In contrast to previ-
ous years, the program
will be open daily during
p a r k h o u r s , b u t y o u
should check a specific
p a r k ’ s h o u r s b e f o r e
heading out. If you’re
disposing of a tree on
the weekend, the $1.50
entry fee is waived.

Rabbi Shmuly Gut-
nick doesn’t believe the
matzah-baking experi-
ence is complete until
the baker’s nose is cov-
ered in flour.

Gutnick, co-director
of the Boca Raton-based
Chabad Youth Network
of Florida, does about 65
“Model Matzah Bakery”
presentations before
Passover every year, all
over South Florida from
Kendall all the way north
to Jupiter.

“The goal is to teach
t h e k i d s t h e s t o r y o f
Passover in a fun way,”
Gutnick said. “We do
about seven or e ight
presentations in a day.
We’ll see a total of about
8,000 kids before this
Passover. We try to reach
e v e r y J e w i s h k i d w e
can.”

Students measure,
mix, knead, roll and pre-
pare the ingredients that
become matzahs they
can bring home to share

with their families.
On April 2, Gutnick

visited Donna Klein Jew-
ish Academy in Boca Ra-
ton, where he taught the
time-honored custom of
making matzah (flat un-
leavened bread) to about
40 first-graders. Gut-
nick’s pre-Passover visit

is an annual ritual for
DKJA first-graders.

Wearing baker’s hats
reading “Matzah Bak-
ery,” and adorned with
flour on their faces as
Gutnick instructed, the
D K JA f i r s t - g r a d e r s
learned about baking
matzah, the only bread

allowed to be eaten dur-
ing the eight-day holi-
day. The DKJA students
discovered that matzah
customarily gets baked
for18 minutes.

The DKJA students
loved the matzah-mak-
ing experience.

Owen Sturm, 6 , o f
Boca Raton, said: “Mat-
zah is a type of bread I’m
looking forward to eat-
ing on Passover with my
family!”

Added Eli Bredski, 6,
of Boca Raton: “I liked
baking the dough. I love
to eat matzah.”

Said Rachel Sareli, 7,
of Boca Raton: “You can
only cook matzah for 18
minutes otherwise the
dough starts to rise!”

Commented Sophia
Marton, 6, of Parkland:
“I think if someone helps
you make it, it’s easy! It
is fun! Everyone loved
putting flour on their
nose!”

Among the many is-
sues that can arise in a
condo community, the
ability to have enough
parking to accommodate
residents and their guests
is one of the most conten-
tious.

Now, a recent court rul-
ing has highlighted the
need for condo associa-
tions to be aware of their
parking policies. In the
case of Keane v. The Presi-
dent Condominium Asso-
ciation, Inc., the court
ruled in favor of the asso-
ciation when a unit owner
sued the association after
taking away the parking
spot he had previously
paid for.

The dispute occurred
after the unit owner paid
$5,000 to the association
f o r a n e x t r a p a r k i n g
space, which the owner
thought was permanent.

The agreement granted
the unit owner a license to
use the space, but then the
association revoked the li-
cense 10 years later and
the owner filed a lawsuit.
The court ruled that since
the license was not a per-
manent assignment and
there was no time frame,
the court ruled in favor of
the association.

“This ruling means that
associat ions and uni t
owners have to spell out
the terms and conditions
of the use right more care-
fully to ensure what is in-
tended when the agree-
ment is entered into is ac-
tually accomplished,” said
Lisa Magill, an attorney
for Becker & Poliakoff
P.A., who specializes in
condo association law.

Typical disputes that
arise involving parking
that Magill cited include

whether the the board of
directors has the author-
ity to assign parking spots
or change parking assign-
ments, what type of vehi-
cles are permitted, how
long guest vehicles can be
parked, whether guests
can park in spots assigned
to owners and whether
owners have the option of
swapping or trading spots
with other owners.

“Obviously the associa-
tion needs to understand
what is contained in the
declaration of condomini-
um in terms of parking
and vehicle restrictions,”
Magill said. “If that docu-
ment is not specific or lim-
its the association’s pow-
ers, perhaps the best way
to accomplish change is
t h r o u g h
a m e n d -
ments.”

The two teams are chosen
and Florida Atlantic Univer-
sity’s stadium was nearly sold
out last week, but for college
football fans who still want in
on the action for ESPN’s first
Boca Raton Bowl, there’s a pep
rally and after party in Boca
the night before the big game.

The pep rally here is 6 p.m.
Monday in the Mizner Park
Amphitheater, as the city and
the Spirit of Giving Network
host the band and cheerlead-
ers from visiting Marshall Uni-
versity in Huntington, W.Va.
Spirit of Giving in Boca was
chosen as the local charity and
lined up the local volunteers
and sponsors.

“It was part of the discus-
sion early on, and we knew we
would have one of the teams
staying in Boca and we wanted
to help promote the game and
have our community come
out,” said Chrissy Biagiotti, the
city’s community relations
manager. “We started coordi-
nating with Spirit of Giving to
bring people in and get them

excited about the game.”
“The football team won’t be

there, but the band, cheerlead-
ers and supporters will be,”
said Doug Paton, president of
the Spirit of Giving’s board.
“Everybody’s welcome. We
will have an after party at Jazz-
iz, probably about 8 p.m.”

Jazziz is at 201 Plaza Real
on the south end of Mizner
Park. Paton is also chief oper-
ating officer of Flagship Solu-
tions Group based in Boca Ra-
ton, which is putting on the
party with a cash bar. “We want
our community to come out
and support the Boca Bowl,”
Paton said.

Game tickets are sparse, but
possible at the last minute on
Florida Atlantic University’s
Boca Raton campus, which is
leasing out the stadium to
ESPN.

In 2003, Mike and Linda Stuart’s
son Garrett was diagnosed with a
rare and life-threatening illness
called dystonia.

The brain disorder, which is
characterized by involuntary mus-
cle contractions, repetitive move-
ments and abnormal postures,
forced Garrett into a wheelchair.

“After seeing what Garrett en-
dured, we learned how fragile life
is,” said his mother, Linda Stuart,
49, a former math coach and teach-
er in New Hampshire. “You never
know what’s around the corner.”

Luckily for Stuart and his family,
in 2008, he underwent brain sur-
gery, made a miraculous recovery
and was able to resume a normal
life.

Stuart, now 21, was one of the
children profiled in San Diego writ-
er Rachelle Sparks’ book, “Once
Upon A Wish: True Inspirational
Stories of Make-A-Wish Children.”

In 2009, Stuart, now a senior
studying international business at

the University of South Carolina,
used his wish from the Make-A-
Wish Foundation to travel to a
small village in Cambodia to build
whee lcha i r s fo r peop le who
couldn’t walk.

Not the only one to fulfill his
wishes, his parents, seeing their
son endure a serious illness at such
a young age, spurred them to fol-
low their dreams of traveling the
world by bicycle.

“Because we went through such
a l i fe and death situat ion, we
weren’t going to wait another day
to live our lives,” said Linda Stuart
by phone from Boynton Beach,
where she and her husband have
just arrived by bicycle on their way
to the Florida Keys and points be-
yond.

Rules that dictate how
Delray Beach’s downtown
buildings are constructed
won’t be up for approval
until the new year, after
all.

Delray commissioners
say it’s worth waiting until
the proposed building
code is fine-tuned before
they approve it. In the long
run, the code should in-
crease the number of pub-
lic amenities downtown,
such as public plazas,
workforce housing, bike-
storage areas and “green”
designs in projects. Such
amenities would be re-
quired when developers

submit building plans.
At a meeting on Dec. 9,

several residents were
pleased a commission vote
on the rules was post-
poned. The code is likely
to be considered for ap-
proval Jan. 19. “We, as a
city, can do better,” said
resident Jason Bregman.

The downtown rules
would affect any new de-
velopments between Inter-
state 95 and the beach.

The decision to delay a
final vote came down to
whether commissioners
want to implement a “bo-

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Cameras that were in-
stalled at seven traffic
intersections within Coral
Springs have been taken
down, but the city is not
giving up on its red light
camera program.

The cameras, which
were instal led by ACS
State and Local Solutions
Inc., were taken down be-
cause of concerns about
their performance and ac-
curacy.

The city is now likely to
sign a new contract with
American Traffic Solu-
tions, a company that is
already in many cities in
the tri-county area, in-
cluding Sunrise, Tamarac,
Margate, Davie, Holly-
wood, Miami and Boca
Raton.

Police Chief Tony Pus-
tizzi told residents at a re-
cent Slice of the Springs

meeting involving the
southeast and southwest
parts of the city that the
number of fatal traffic ac-
cidents in the city had
gone down ever since the
cameras were installed.
The city wants to continue
with the program because
it improves public safety,
he added.

Cameras were installed
in September 2011 at Uni-
versity Drive and River-
side Drive (south), Uni-
versity Drive and Ramble-
wood Drive (north and
south), University Drive
and Shadow Wood Boule-
vard (north and south),
University Drive and Roy-
a l P a l m B o u l e v a r d
(north), as well as Sample
Road and Riverside Drive
(east).

Another intersection —
State Road 7 and Wiles

Road (south) — was later
added. The city has plans
to increase the number of
intersections where cam-
eras will be placed after it
signs the contract.

The city is currently in
the process of working
out an arrangement with
the School Board to en-
sure that all schools in the
city have school resource
officers (SROs), Pustizzi
said.

Six SROs current ly
split their time between12
elementary schools in the
city; there are SROs in all
of the middle and elemen-
tary schools.

gear to assure proper fit.

“A lo t of k ids d idn’ t
come with their helmets
or they wore them incor-
rectly, and I explained to
them, ‘If you are in some
type of accident, the hel-
met is going to protect
from more severe head in-
juries,’” Palacios said.

The city gave away 15
helmets to children who
came without one or who
had helmets that were
broken or too small.

At a bicycle inspection
station, Pembroke Cycle
checked air pressure, in-
flated and adjusted tires,
tightened loose parts and
checked brakes.

On the bicycle rodeo
course, kids rode through
on their bikes while police
department personnel and
Pe m b r o k e P i n e s E x -

plorers checked to ensure
they were following the
rules, including coming to
a complete stop, using
hand turn signals and
checking for cars and road
hazards.

“Kids need to make
sure they check for on-
coming cars and make
sure they are on the right
side of the street and that
they’re going with the traf-
fic and following all of the
rules of the road,” Palacios
said.

P a r t i c i p a n t s a l s o
learned about theft pre-
vention.

“They need to secure
their bikes and make sure
they don’t leave them un-
attended,” she said. “And
they need to take their hel-
met with them. Don’t just
leave it on the bike.”

Children received a cer-

tificate of completion at
the end of the event.

“When they become
drivers, they need to know
the rules of the road,” Pa-
lacios said.

Pembroke Pines is
getting a new fire truck,
its first since the 2008
economic downturn.

The $435,000 fire en-
gine/pumper truck was
approved at a recent City
Commission meeting
a n d w i l l r e p l a c e a
24-year-old truck with
nearly100,000 miles and
10,000 service hours.

Most of those hours
a r e “ a t h i g h e n g i n e
speeds , whether re -
sponding to a call with
lights and sirens or on an
emergency scene run-
ning the water pump or
generator,” said David
Smith, division chief of
logistics for the Pem-
broke Pines Fire Depart-
ment.

“Responding to emer-
gencies places more
wear and tear stress on
the components of the
vehicle and accelerates
the aging process of the
engine, transmission,

brakes, etc,” Smith said.
“Twenty years of emer-
gency response results
in more downtime for re-
pairs and more repair is-
sues.”

Whi le the c i ty has
plans to replace older ve-
hicles and equipment,
the city had to tighten its
belt after the economy
tanked.

“Because of the econ-
omy, every th ing got
postponed,” Assistant
City Manager Aner Gon-
z a l e z s a i d . “ We j u s t
moved everything back
a few years where now
we can purchase the
truck.”

agree with the statementin the Hamas Chartercalling for creation ofArab and Islamic battal-ions to fight the Jews. Inaddition, 72 percent ofPalestinians support de-nying Jewish history andconnection to the land ofI s r a e l , a n d a n o v e r -whelming percent ofPalestinians insist on Je-rusalem being only thePalestinian capital.
On the other hand,Palestinians support ne-gotiations with Israel,backing for Hamas andIran is down, and Pales-tinians oppose a new In-tifada. Most Palestiniansdisapprove of violenceagainst civilians with 59percent saying it was“wrong” to fire rocketsat Israeli cities and citi-zens. However, 29 per-cent said the murder of afamily of five, includingthree children, in a WestB a n k s e t t l e m e n t o nMarch 11, was “right.”
